Thank you for Breage Parish Council’s comments with regard to the above application which were as follows: 
Breage Parish Council’s comments: 
Breage Parish Council supported an extension in principle but strongly objected to the wooden cladding that was felt to be not in keeping with a 
1920s home and the other homes there. Clarification on the design and access statement was requested in that this appears to be a totally 
independent dwelling and not a replacement extension as there is no connecting access to it from the main house. 
In light of your comments I have negotiated with the applicant, who has agreed to amend the plans by removing the timber cladding and creating 
an internal link between the proposed extension and main dwellinghouse (copy of amended plans attached).  Therefore as your concerns have been 
addressed, I feel that it is appropriate to recommend approval of the application. Under these circumstances, please can you confirm that on this 
occasion we may agree to disagree?   
If I do not hear from you within the next 5 working days I will assume that this is the case.
