4. ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN FOR THE YEAR 2017/2018

The applicants will be given the opportunity to add any further details or to ask any questions  
Mr Perrin explained that he had lived in the village for four years and before that had lived his life in Porthleven. He works in tool-hire. He has served on 
many committees. He loves football. He felt that it would be good for Council to have a new voice with perhaps different opinions. Mr Perrin has worked for 
Parish Councils in the past, as self-employed, for footpath and hanging baskets, etc. maintenance. 
Mr Best explained that he had been a Parish Councillor for about 20 years. He did not apply this time because he thought he would give the more vocal toilet 
protesters the chance to step up and see the other side of trying to do the right thing. This had worked. Knowing that Mrs Tanis Board was stepping down he 
thought that by not standing it could potentially save the Parish Council from election expenses which would have been some £2,500. He was very grateful 
that a vacancy occurred.

CMR asked Mr Perrin what he felt the 3 big issues are for the Parish Council. Mr Perrin felt that Planning was important.

Proposal Conversion and extension of barn to form dwelling (Amendment to previously approved Application No. PA11/05232) 
Location Land East Of Lowena Wheal Vor Breage Helston 
Applicant Mr & Mrs C Hipgrave 
CMR felt there were no great issues here as there were no neighbourliness issues or overlooking. It was proposed by CMR, seconded by PD and 
unanimously resolved by voting Councillors that the application be supported. 
2. Application PA17/02603 
Proposal Erection of 2 storey dwelling. 
Location Rinsey Crofts Rinsey Lane Ashton Cornwall 
Applicant Mr Antony Lawer 
CMR had real concerns for this development in open countryside at variance with the Cornwall Local Plan and proposed objection to the application, for  
reasons stated. TC seconded the objection, the siting of the access also being a problem. PD - Agricultural land – change of use? RWB – Incredibly ugly 
windows.  The objection was unanimously resolved by voting Councillors. 
3.Application PA17/02698 
Proposal Coastal Defence works to protect 375 m section of coastline 
Location Sea Wall Sea Meads Praa Sands Cornwall 
Applicant Mr Ian Gibson 
A one-hour information exchange had taken place the day before, between Councillors and the Applicant and the Chairman provided a list of what had been 
exchanged. KLB stated that the Cornwall Beach and Dune Management Plan had advocated Environmental Impact Assessment in such cases. The beach is an 
important asset and the interaction with each other of the golden sands, cliff erosion and the dunes should be realised. She said that she would like the 
visual impact to be investigated. The rock armouring at the end could impact on the areas that the PC has responsibility for: the area of Praa Green 
especially. The Council needs clarity to know what will be affected. CR – The owner of the last house to be granted planning permission there was warned by 
the PC that erosion would happen. The land will continue to erode. Rock armouring is not the answer and she would object. TC – The consequences if this is 
not done need to be looked at. What is the alternative? What about Byway 47 and Sea Meads? SC- Sympathy and empathy. However, solid engineering 
solutions are scientifically proven to exasperate erosion to accelerate and make more work. Erosion in front of the rock armour will erode and undermine.  
He therefore objects and cannot support. Soft engineering is available – a beach nourishment scheme would cause far less upset and be better visually. KLB 
– Re. Byway 47 – should be looking at relocation. One of the applicants has land available for relocation. CT – Happy with the rock armour at the Sandbar. In 
support of anything that saves anything. TA – Support. The well-known coastline is being eaten away. Yes, the rock armour will go eventually but the land 
will go a lot sooner without. SC felt it would be a liability to the general public and to those who put it there. Erosion is aggressive. This is hollow mining land. 
Everything will need to be brought in by barge. So much jeopardy if they finish in the water. TC – If it goes wrong, what happens to the houses? It was 
proposed by TA, seconded by PD and resolved that Standing Orders be suspended and the applicant be given time to reply. Mr Gibson explained that the 
rocks would be dealt with privately by the owners but if the houses came down it would be a Cornwall Council issue. CMR asked if there was enough 
information for a decision. He felt that an Environmental Impact and Screening Process would answer the environmental questions. It was proposed by TC, 
seconded by PD and resolved, by 6 votes to 3 with 1 abstention, by voting Councillors that the application be supported but an Environmental Impact and 
Screening Process be requested. 
Proposal The retention of an existing annex chalet for the purpose of caring for elderly relative 
Location Huthnance Farm Pengwedna Nancegollan Cornwall 
Applicant Mr And Mrs Bolitho 
There appears to be a muddle between 2 separate applications and the refusal of an annex to the main property. BPC previously supported but it was 
refused by CC. SC- a good reason for the request. It was proposed by TW, seconded by SC and resolved, by 6 votes to 1 with 2 abstentions, by voting 
Councillors, that the application be supported. 
5.Application PA17/03020 
Proposal Alterations to approved annexe to allow for the creation of an unfettered dwelling 
Location Chy Pendra  Newtown Germoe TR20 9AQ 
Applicant Mr And Mrs Thompson 
PD – the condition was to stop this happening. CMR – 11 years later this is half-built but exists. Is it reasonable to maintain support for the condition when 
the building is unused and redundant for a number of years? It would be good to re-use it. It was proposed by CMR, seconded by TC and resolved, by 8 
votes to 1 with 1 abstention, by voting Councillors that the application be supported.

There is more stone and 
slate and imitation slate on the roofs. It seems to be a way forward. PD expressed concern over the 12 month occupancy as the holiday homes could be used 
as residential. KLB – 17 caravans giving needed accommodation. Agree that it should be 11 months occupancy.TW – is it appropriate for the parish? The 
drainage field is in Germoe. The Clerk explained that she had informed Germoe Parish Council through their Clerk that this application would be heard 
today. There are 2 lakes downstream and chlorinated water from hot tubs should not go into those or the septic tanks. There are 4 footpaths in the line of 
visibility.

After last month’s meeting the following was received from the Planning Officer: 
Thank you for the Parish Council’s comments with regard to the above application which were as follows: 
Parish Council’s comments: 
Breage Parish Council objected to the application. This was felt to be a skyline development that would affect the roof/ridge line that has in the past been respected. 
This is out of character. The pitch of the roof and side matched valley are out of place. The Parish Council asks that the roof line be respected. 
I appreciate your comments which will be included in my report. However, following careful consideration of all the material planning considerations, in this instance 
I feel that it is appropriate to recommend approval of the application.  Under these circumstances, please can you confirm that on this occasion we may agree to 
disagree?  If I do not hear from you within the next 5 working days I will assume that this is the case.  
The reasons why I am recommending approval are: 
The National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) stresses that where a proposal accords with an up-to-date development plan it should be approved without delay, as 
required by the presumption in favour of sustainable development. Where the development plan is absent, silent or the relevant policies are out of date, paragraph 
14 of the NPPF requires the application to be determined in accordance with the presumption in favour of sustainable development unless there are significant and 
demonstrable adverse impacts.  
Roof Pitch and Character:  
Pitch: 
The house next door to the right has a similar pitch to the proposed and is taller than the first house in this row in the street. The adjacent dwellings also have 
varying pitches.

The property, a bungalow is set within a row of properties in the hillside built stepped up with differing levels, the adjacent properties are a mixture of bungalows 
and houses. Due to the topography of the land and the mixed street scene the additional roof height approx. 560mm would be accommodated and would not be too 
dissimilar than Kwetu/Rosemary the next door but-one which also has a dormer.  
Stepped houses all vary in size and layout with varying extensions and dormer roof window.  
Adjacent side of street a mixture of houses with varying roof styles and pitches. 
Due to the degree of separation and the hillside levels the effect on the adjacent houses would be minimal.  
Given that the proposed is not too dissimilar to its neighbour’s, the mixture of houses and bungalows in the street, the height increase at 560mm approx., the 
dwelling is not considered to significantly impact the street scene, I do not feel therefore that there are any significant and demonstrable adverse impacts that could 
justify a refusal of permission.

PD – A resident in Trew had reported that a large lorry could not get through Breage because of the parked cars in Pellor Road. It was noted that if the lorry could 
not get through then emergency vehicles would also be unable to get through. It was suggested that the end space at the Baker’s Row turning be left vacant as a 
pull-in. Vision out of Baker’s Row is blocked. A hatched area was suggested.  This to be on June agenda. 
TC – A very large chalet caravan has been placed in the field behind the garage in Ashton. There is permission for a caravan to make tea and store stuff for the horses 
but the size of this caravan is excessive. It has roof gutters and drainpipes and all 4 services have been installed. There is also a shed there. The Clerk said that 
Enforcement has been informed by JK.

Firstly, I want to take this opportunity to thank all the Councils that replied 
to my initial enquiry. In excess of 200 Councils were contacted and I received replies from about 135, including Truro and all the larger towns and parishes, 
representing 85% of the population of Cornwall. Of the replies, 98% were positive about Cornwall hosting the event. A significant majority also supported the race 
passing through their local area. As a collective voice, this is an amazing statement of support and one that I thank you for. It certainly invigorated me to develop the 
proposal and engage with Cornwall Council (CC). 
In addition to support from City, Town and Parish Councils, I have also received positive statements from Cornwall MPs, health organisations, cycling groups, retailers 
and individuals. The response has been truly amazing! I have also been working with Chris hǇƛŜΣ /ƻǊƴǿŀƭƭΩǎ Ƴƻǎǘ ǎǳŎŎŜǎǎŦǳƭ ǇǊƻŦŜǎǎƛƻƴŀƭ ŎȅŎƭƛǎǘ ǿƘƻ ƛǎ Ŧǳƭƭȅ ƻƴōƻŀǊŘ 
with the proposal and playing a significant role in bringing the event to the county. In his day job he recently had a very successful Tour de Yorkshire, beating some of 
the finest sprinters in the World to finish 3rd in stage one, with his team Bike Channel Canyon achieving all the goals they had set themselves prior to the race. 
Discussions with Tour of Britain organisers, SweetSpot, suggest a stage being held in 2020 and this is now the focus of the proposal. Additionally, where my initial 
email suggested a finish outside across the border, further discussions indicate that the complete stage could be held within Cornwall. 
I first met with CC in late January to outline the proposal and to look for their support in developing a bid. For the event to be realized, it is essential that CC lend their 
support and plays a leading role, as SweetSpot will only bring a stage of the Tour of Britain to a venue that has the backing of the local authority. After internal CC 
discussions and the commissioning of a feasibility report, the proposal has now reached the Director for Economic Growth and Development, John Betty and I hope to 
be informed in the near future of a decision regarding bid development. Should CC back bid development, the main task over the coming months will be to generate 
sponsorship. Prior to bid submission in Jan 2018, I anticipate that formal support for the proposal will be sought from CC Members. 
I hope that you have found this update useful and once CC has made a decision, I will inform you of the outcome. As I have previously stated, hosting a stage of the 
Tour of Britain is an opportunity for Cornwall to showcase its unique culture and spectacular landscape, whilst extending the tourist season and providing a much-
needed boost to the economy.

BREAGE PARISH COUNCIL 
MINUTES OF PUBLIC PARTICIPATION HELD DURING THE ANNUAL PARISH COUNCIL MEETING 

HELD IN THE PARISH ROOMS BREAGE ON TUESDAY 16 MAY 2017 
 

At 7.13 p.m. the Chairman closed the meeting and invited members of the public to put forward any concerns they had, or issues they wished to make known to the 
Parish Council, in regard to any items on the agenda. 
A neighbour spoke about PA17/04056 application 13 Planning. CC has all the measurements. Their property, Chapel House, Land Registry 1859 as a Manse. Gave the 
measurements, saying that the applicants were fully aware of these measurements. A former application in 2013 was objected to by the PC and unanimously refused 
by CC. However, it was approved on appeal. The house on this application has been moved back to give privacy to Chapel House but the house is massive in 
comparison with the previous application. The neighbour’s natural light would be reduced through the only window on the west wall. This is overbearing and is not 
neighbourly. The applicant would be using 2.5m of Chapel House land. Land Registry and CC show 18in. Correspondence shows mention of 2 houses. The neighbour 
strongly objects. 
A Praa Sands resident spoke about application 3 Planning – rock armouring saying they are in favour of it but they did not wish to pay for it. Application 15 Planning –
in favour. Application 12 Planning – double garage. There is no mention that there is already a garage in Trewelloe Road. The road is resurfaced and in good 
condition and adequate for parking. Trewartha Road has been taken over by CC but is a narrow road with problems with parking on footways so that emergency 
vehicles can get through. The applicant should consider building on the other side. Application 16 Planning – The Welloe has access onto Welloe Road. There is a 
garage and parking area behind the property accessed by the drive. Suggests application be refused – more traffic to Trewartha Road. 
Another neighbour spoke about PA17/04056 application 13 Planning. They strongly objected as it’s a much larger house. This is the 2nd application. Section 15 on the 
application states there are no trees or hedges but the trees and hedges are significant. The Cornish World Heritage Site was not contacted for the previous 
application. The Design and Access statement June 2016 states that if a revised scheme is approved there is the possibility of 2 houses. 
MW spoke about application 3 Planning. Their comments are on-line. It is an AONB and an Environmental Impact Assessment should be carried out. How would 
construction vehicles have access? Who would have ownership and be responsible for maintenance? They would hate to see the natural boulders at that end of the 
beach covered up. 
TB – A 100 years ago PS was agricultural land. The estate Pengersick Barton owned by shareholders. May 1917 two-sixths of the shares were auctioned in lots 
followed in 1920 by four-sixths of the shares by treaty. The build of Prah Sands began 1921 along the frontage. Planning was byelaws; Prah Hill renamed Sea Meads: 
records ref. Planning tonight – Application.  
Agenda 23. The donation box at PS Toilets. Was there any increase during the Easter holidays? Coins – what predominates? 20p at Penzance. Are there any notes 
indicating support? It was to be emptied daily but there has been nothing in finance receipts. The box has quickly rusted. Observed for one hour Sunday and no-one 
stopped at the box while they observed. Is it in the best position? Suggested one box at each end of the toilet block would have more impact. From over 30 years ago 
they were active in pursuing improvements to the toilets, even cleaning and supplying materials. The endeavours of BPC are appreciated.  
The applicant, 3 Planning – rock armouring spoke giving thanks for the informal discussion with the PCC and with JK and the feedback raising concerns. Access – 
neither Byway 47 nor Hendra Lane will be used. The foot access Hendra not to be impacted. Delivery by hover barge. The plans are privately funded. Will keep BPC 
updated and work closely throughout the project. The boulders will extend beyond the Shoreline Management 2011 alignment. The MMO licence will monitor boats 
in and out. Working with other groups in liaison with The Environment Agency and Coastal Defence and with community contact. 
Public participation ended at 7.35 p.m.
